CALL TO ORDER

Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 9:14 a.m.

MINUTES OF JUNE 5, 2007:
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:


Mr. Sprague led the discussion concerning representation from the Osteopathic Board on the P.A. Advisory Committee, and the general need to have a public representative on the Committee. An appointment is expected from the Osteopathic Board at its September 2007 meeting. Public member representative suggestions are welcome.  

A document compiled by the Board Of Medicine’s AAG Investigator outlining training curricula required of corrections facilities’ guards was discussed. The document was very educational and helpful in defining the role of guards in the care of prisoners. Mr. Adrian commented that the State should have a system of quality markers in the delivery of health care to prisoners because the Committee sees the results of quality gaps in the complaints it reviews.
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Mr. Sprague presented the Board’s recently revised policy entitled “Withdrawal of Application for License and/or from Licensure”. On July 10, 2007 the Board changed the policy to combine application of the policy to both MD’s and PA-C’s, and to add the requirement that profiles of licensees requesting to withdraw their license be queried in the Federation Of State Medical Boards disciplinary action database before processing the withdrawal request.

Mr. Sprague led a discussion regarding requiring CME (Continuing Medical Education) for PA-C’s renewing their licenses in inactive status. Licensed PA-C’s who do not register a primary supervising physician with the Board are issued inactive licenses. Certain PA-C’s, for example those who work on federal reservations such as the United States Veterans Administration, are not required by the federal government to possess an active license in any state, but they must maintain NCCPA certification, which includes maintaining CME. Chapter 2, §4, (C) of the Board’s Rules requires evidence of adequate CME as a criterion for license renewal, and the Committee saw no need to attempt to change that requirement.
