CALL TO ORDER.
Erich Fogg, PA-C, Acting Chairperson called the meeting to order at 8:05 A.M.
AMENDMENT TO AGENDA

NCCPA Specialties Announcement. The NCCPA will launch a new voluntary specialty program in 2011. Initially the program will include five specialties – emergency medicine, orthopedic surgery, cardiovascular surgery, nephrology and psychiatry.
MINUTES of June 2, 2009.
Motion was made by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C. The motion passed unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS. 

New Committee Member:  Christopher Ross, PA-C was welcomed as a new Committee member.
APRN Schedule II:  Myra Broadway, Executive Director of the Maine State Board Of Nursing addressed the Committee. Discussed was the registration with the Board Of  Medicine (‘Board’) of Advanced Practice Registered Nurses under MD delegation, and APRN Schedule 2 prescribing. When MD’s register with the Board a delegated relationship with an APRN, the Board sends a letter to both the MD and the APRN advising them that if they wish for the APRN to have Schedule II authority in that delegated relationship, they must apply to the Board for that authority. Sometimes APRN’s practice independently as well as under delegation. The law permits the APRN to write for Schedule 2 in the independent practice.
Plan Of Supervision: The PA Plan Of Supervision Draft was revised. Both the Board and the Committee are trying the drafts out to see if they work, before opening up Chapter 2 of the Board’s Rules to codify the change. 
[Note: The Board subsequent to this meeting directed that the APRN Plan Of Supervision Draft incorporate the same changes as that of the PA Draft.]
Committee Member Nominating Process:  Motion was made by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C and seconded by Gregg Christensen, PA-C to form a Committee member nominating subcommittee. The motion passed unanimously.
Chapter 4: The Committee was made aware of the Board’s new Chapter 4 Rule. Board staff may now issue a citation and a fine to a licensee for failing to correctly and accurately report the existence of an outstanding complaint before the Board.
