CALL TO ORDER.
Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 8:05 A.M.
MINUTES of September 1, 2009.
Motion was made by Jeffrey Handler, MD to accept the minutes. The motion was seconded by Philip Anson, MD. The motion passed unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS. 

Plan Of Supervision: The Committee revised the Plan Of Supervision (POS). 
Discussion about what are the next steps about ensuring compliance with the new Plan Of Supervision.  If there are no consequences, then there will be no compliance. 
 
When and how are the POS going to be reviewed and by whom?  (i.e. Who is going to ensure that the semi-annual review is being conducted?)
 
 Discussion about having a random review of POS for upcoming P.A. renewals.  Medical director indicated his willingness to perform random reviews.
 
 Discussion about making page 5 – secondary supervising physicians – NOT mandatory – but required to be kept by the PA or institution and produce it on “demand.”  Section: IV – “The document or a reasonable substitute must be maintained at the PA’s place of business.” 
Motion was made by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C and seconded by Erich Fogg, PA-C to accept the Plan Of Supervision as amended as the final version. The motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Lawrence Adrian, PA-C and seconded by Erich Fogg, PA-C that the PA Advisory Committee recommend to the Board that it adopt this final version of the Plan Of Supervision and make it mandatory by incorporating it into Chapter 2 of the Board’s Rules. The motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C and seconded by Christopher Ross, PA-C that the PA Advisory Committee recommends that licensees use this final version of the Plan Of Supervision on a voluntary basis until Chapter 2 is revised to incorporate this final version. The motion passed unanimously.

PA Supervision By An Employee Of The PA: The Committee tabled the matter pending further research.

Schedule II Application: The Committee recommended a change to the Frequency Of Use instructions.
Committee Member Nominating Process: Lorraine Laliberte, PA-C, Chairperson requested that Committee members interested in serving on this Nominating Committee contact Mr. Sprague.
