Re:  Summary suspension of Maine medical license
Dear Dr. Biddle:

This letter will serve as official notice that your license to practice medicine and/or
surgery in the State of Maine has been and is summarily suspended, effective November 22,
2005 in accordance with 5§ M.R.S.A. §10004. The suspension is based on a review of information
regarding your internet and fax prescribing for patients you did not see in a doctor patient
relationship, did not examine, did not take histories for or keep complete medical records. Based
on this information, the Board has determined that your practice of medicine is an imminent
danger to the health and safety of the public because of alleged violations of the following
statutes and rules:

A. 32 M.R.S.A. §3282-A(2)(E)X(1)&(2) Incompetence
B. 32 M.R.S.A. §3282-A(2)(F) Unprofessional Conduct

You are entitled to an Adjudicatory Hearing within 30 days. If you have any questions,
please contact me at (207) 287-3605.

) CONSENT AGREEMENT
IN RE: Virginia Biddle, M.D. ) FOR DISCIPLINE AND
CRO05-078 ) MODIFICATION OF LICENSE

This document is a Consent Agreement and Order, effective when signed
by all parties, regarding discipline and the modification of a license to practice
medicine in the State of Maine held by Virginia Biddle, M.D. The parties to the
Consent Agreement are: Virginia Biddle, M.D. (“Dr. Biddle”), the State of Maine
Board of Licensure in Medicine (the “Board”) and the Maine Department of
Attorney General.

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

I 2 Virginia Biddle, M.D. was first licensed to practice medicine as a
physician in the State of Maine on November 16, 1988. Dr. Biddle specialized
in internal medicine and family medicine. Dr. Biddle worked at Ellsworth’s
Union River Medicine, from which she retired in December 2004. Since that
time, she has not owned or operated a medical practice.

2 In July 2005, the Board received and reviewed information from
Homemed Pharmacy that Dr. Biddle was prescribing medication for a patient in
Oregon and with whom she had no valid doctor-patient relationship. The
Board also reviewed information provided by Dr. Biddle, in which she admitted
to prescribing drugs for patients over the internet without meeting or
examining them. Following its review, the Board voted to issue a complaint
against Dr. Biddle alleging unprofessional conduct and incompetence. The
Board docketed that complaint as CR05-078.

3. In addition to issuing the complaint, the Board, pursuant to its
standard procedures, also pended Dr. Biddle’s application for the renewal of
her medical license. Pending resolution of these matters, Dr. Biddle’s medical
license shall not be renewed.

4. On November 22, 2005, the Board held an emergency meeting
based upon information obtained from its investigator, which included new
information that Dr. Biddle prescribed “Tamiflu” over the internet for a patient
located in New York with whom she had no legitimate doctor-patient
relationship. In addition, that information indicated that Dr. Biddle issued
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200-300 internet prescriptions per day without meeting or examining the
patients. In addition, Dr. Biddle did not know any of the physicians allegedly
caring for these internet patients or whether or not a licensed physician
actually issued the original prescriptions. Based upon this information, the
Board voted to summarily suspend Dr. Biddle’s license, and offer her this
Consent Agreement.

3. Absent Dr. Biddle’s acceptance of this Consent Agreement by
signing it, dating it, having it notarized, and returning it to Maureen Lathrop,
137 State House Station, Augusta, Maine 04333-0137 on or before December
5, 2005, the Board will resolve this matter by holding an adjudicatory hearing
on December 13, 2005.

COVENANTS

6. Dr. Biddle admits that she prescribed medications over the
internet or by facsimile for patients without meeting with them or examining
them. Dr. Biddle admits that such conduct constitutes unprofessional conduct
because she prescribed medications for patients with whom she had no
legitimate doctor-patient relationship, and that such conduct constitutes
grounds for discipline pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. 3282-A(2)(F).

Vs As discipline for the conduct admitted in paragraph 6 above, Dr.
Biddle agrees to accept, and the Board agrees to issue her, a conditional
license to practice medicine subject to the following conditions:

a. Dr. Biddle shall henceforth issue, authorize, or “co-sign”
prescriptions only when she has a legitimate doctor-patient
relationship that includes: (i) direct doctor-patient interaction and
examination; and (ii) receipt and review of patient medical records;
and

b. Dr. Biddle shall permit the Board or its agent(s) access to her
home, medical practice, and office for the purpose of inspecting
and copying any records related to patient care, including but not
limited to computer records, internet prescriptions, facsimile
prescriptions, and billing and payment records to ensure that she
is in compliance with paragraph 7(a) above.

8. Violation of any of the terms or conditions of this Consent
Agreement shall constitute grounds for discipline, including modification,

suspension, or revocation of licensure or the denial of re-licensure.
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
