This document is a Consent Agreement, effective when signed by all parties,
entered into by Sylvia Bloch, M.D. (“the Licensee”), the State of Maine Board of
Licensure in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of Maine Department of the Attorney
General, pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B) and 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. At all times relevant to this matter, the Licensee has held an active license to
practice medicine in the State of Maine.

2. On March 10, 1999, Patient A was admitted to the Seton Unit of Maine
General Medical Center in Waterville, Maine for treatment of depression. The Licensee
was her treating psychiatrist.

3. On March 12, 1999 while meeting with the staff psychologist, Patient A
collapsed on the floor of his office. The Licensee came into the office and ordered an
injection of Phenergan and returned Patient A to her room. Family members arrived at
3:00 P.M. and met with the Licensee in Patient A’s room. They were concerned about
their mother’s condition and the Licensee assured them that their mother would be
awake by 6:00 P.M. The Licensee left the unit at 4:00 P.M. When her daughters
returned at 7:00 P.M., Patient A was comatose. She was transferred to the emergency
room where she was diagnosed with an intracranial bleed and died the next day.

4. The Licensee no longer practices in Maine and has asked to withdraw from

licensure.
