c. CR 92-52. CR 92-53. CR 93-112 RICHARD GILLIAM. M.D.

MOTION was made by Dr. Bennert to dismiss, for lack of evidence, complaints against
Richard Gilliam, M.D. but retain information pertaining to the complaints in the
physician's file for five years. The motion was seconded by Dr. Serrage. Despite
the fact both the State and Blue Cross Blue Shield have investigated and found
issues of inappropriate billing for which Dr. Gilliam has made restitution, the Board
has conducted an investigation but has been unable to detect any knowing and
willful fraudulent behavior on the part of the Dr. Gilliam. In the matter of CR 93-
112 concerning a referral there was nothing to suggest this was not in the realm of
good medical judgement. In the matter of CR 93-112 concerning an advertising
complaint, the ad read Certified Family Practice and listed specialties; it did not say
certified diplomate of the dermatologic board. The motion passed unanimously.

AMENDMENT TO
CONSENT AGREEMENT

At its meeting on July 11, 1995, the Board of Licensure in Medicine voted to

amend the Consent Agreement which was entered. into between and among Cressey

Brazier, M.D:, the State of Maine Board 'of Licensure in Medicine ("the Board") and

the State of Maine Department of Attorney General.

When the Consent Agreement was signed, Dr. Brazier had been indicted by

the Hancoc.k County Grand Jury for charges of gross sexual assault. The Board found

that bail conditions #5 and #9 were relevant to Dr. Brazier's ability to safely and

competently practice medicine in the State :of Maine: namely:

5. No alcohol beverage consumption. Consent to any
reasonable testing or search for alcoholic beverages as
requested by law enforcement offic~;

9. While performing the duties of my medical
profession, I will only have contact with minor children
and female patients while being accompanied by a second
medical professional.

Dr. Brazier was acquitted by the Hancock County Jury of the criminal charges.

The Board has voted to amend the Consent Agreement by deleting bail

condition #9 from the agreement. The Board continues to find that the condition of

no alcoholic beverage consumption remains relevant to Dr. Brazier's ability to safely

and competently practice medicine in the State of Maine. RECEIVED '

CONSENT AGREEMENT

This document is a Consent Agreement entered into between and among

Cressey Brazier, M.D., the State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine ('the

Board") and the State of Maine Department of Attorney General. This Consent

Agreement is entered into pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. 8003(5)B) and 32 M.R.S.A. 3282-A

I. BACKGROUND FACTS:

At all relevant times, Dr. Brazier has held a license to practice medicine in the

State of Maine, having been most recently relicensed in ~aine in June of 1994. In

December of 1994, the Board became aware that Dr. Brazier had been indicted by the

Hancock County Grand Jury. Based on its review, the Board voted, on its own

motion, to issue a complaint against Dr. Brazier for unprofessional conduct and for

engaging in conduct which evidences a lack of ability or fitness to discharge the duty

owed by a licensee to a client, patient or the public. Further, the Board voted to

summarily suspend Dr. Brazier's license if his bail conditions were violated or if it

was found that he had sexually exploited any patient through the doctor-patient

relationship. To date no evidence has been found by the Board to suggest that either
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has occurred.

II. FINDINGS:

The Board finds that Dr. Brazier has been charged with the crimes of Gross

Sexual Assault and Assault, that at this time he has not been convicted of those

crimes, and that the allegations contained in the indictment do not involve patient

contact. Further, the Board finds that Dr. Brazier has 1?eenreleased on Personal

Recognizance Bail. The Board finds that Bail Conditions #5 and #9 are relevant to

Dr. Brazier's ability to safely and competently practice medicine in the State of

Maine: namely:

5. No alcoholic beverage consumption. Consent to any
reasonable testing or search for alcoholic beverages as
requested by law enforcement office; and 9. While
performing the duties of my medical profession, I will
only have contact with minor children and female
patients while being accompanied by a second medical
professional.

This Consent Agreement is being entered into the by undersigned parties,

and with the consent of Dr. Brazier and his' attorney, in lieu of an adjudicatory

hearing. Dr. Brazier admits that he has been indicted and acknowledges that he is

bound by the Bail Conditions recited above.

Further, Dr. Brazier agrees to abide by Bail Conditions #5 and #9 as a

Condition to his Licensure and that this Consent Agreement shall be a public

document.

Q9
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In. FUTURE ALLEGATIONS:

If the Board receives information that Dr. Brazier has violated either Bail

Condition #5 or Bail Condition #9, his license shall be automatically and

immediately suspended. Such automatic suspension shall continue until the Board

holds a hearing and reaches a decision. The Board shall attempt to hold a hearing

within 30 days of the automatic suspension or as soon thereafter as practicable

(unless both the Licensee and the Board agree to hold, the hearinglater) and said

hearing shall be held pursuant to the Maine Administrative Procedure Act. The

Board may impose such other discipline, including without limitation, fines,

further suspension, probation, non-renewal or revocation, as the Board after

i-
hearing deems appropriate. By this Consent Agreement Dr. Brazier expressly

accords the Board jurisdiction, concurrent with the Courts, to revoke his license if

the Board deems it appropriate.

If the Board receives information that constitutes an allegation that

Dr. Brazier has engaged in other conduct or treatment that may violate the

provisions of the Medical Practice Act, 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(2), a future Board may,

when evaluating that information as required by 3282-A(1), also consider the

information which was the basis of this Consent Agreement in determining

whether to enter into a new or additional Consent Agreement, hold an adjudicatory

hearing or refer the matter to Court. If the Board determines to hold an

adjudicatory hearing or to refer the matter to Court regarding the allegations of the

. Medical Practice Act, the information that was used as the basis of this Consent

~
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Agreement may be used as evidence.

IV. TERMINATION

If at any time the Bail Conditions which form the substance of this Consent

Agreement are terminated or altered, Dr. Brazier shall notify the Board of such

change in writing. At the same time Dr. Brazier may request the Board to terminate

or amend this Consent Agreement. Such request shall be forwarded to the Board

for action thereon. This Consent Agreement shall nC?tterminateor be amended

until so authorized by the Board.

Dr. Brazier waives his right to a hearing before the Board or any Court

regarding all terms and conditions of this Consent Agreement. He has had an
-.,

opportunity to be advised by counsel with respect to its terms.
