This document is a Consent Agreement between Peter Evans, M.D., the State
of Maine Board of Registration in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of Maine
Department of Attorney General. This Consent Agreement is issued pursuant to
10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(A-1)(1) and 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

At all relevant times, Dr. Evans has held a license to practice medicine in the
State of Maine. In December of 1990, the Board received a complaint from a former
patient of Dr. Evans alleging that approximately six and a half years prior, Dr. Evans
had engaged in inappropriate sexual contact with the complainant while the
complainant was a patient. The Board ordered Dr. Evans to respond to the
complaint and his response was received in February, 1991. The Board then ordered
Dr. Evans to submit to a psychiatric evaluation pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3286. Dr.
Evans was evaluated by Bruce B. Kerr, Ph.D, Clinical and Consulting Psychologist,
on three occasions and a psychological evaluation was received by the Board on
December 3, 1991. An informal conference was held on January 14, 1992, at which
time Dr. Evans and the Board agreed to enter into a Consent Agreement.

With respect to the allegation of unprofessional conduct, the Board finds Dr.
