This document is a Consent Agreement, effective when signed i:y all parties,
regarding a disciplinary matter pending before the Board of Licensure in Medicine.
The parties to this agreement are: Gloria Flynn, a physician assistant (the
“Licensee”), the State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine (the “Board”) and
the Maine Department of the Attorney General. This Consent Agreement is issued
pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B) and 32 M.R.S.A. § 3270-C.
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1. From April, 1995 through January, 1996, the Licensee, working as a
physician assistant in the office of Eugene Gorayeb, M.D., treated Patient A for
complaints of pain in her neck and shoulder. In January, 1996, Patient A was
diagnosed with metastatic cancer.

2. A review of Patient A’s record by both the Physician Assistant Advisory
Committee and the Board showed deficiencies in the care given by the Licensee that
might constitute incompetence. These deficiencies include inadequate assessment
of the patient’s condition, poor communication with the supervising physician and

deficient documentation in the patient’s record.
