The parties
to this Agreement are: Nathaniel W. Hyde, M.D. (“the Licensee”), the State of Maine
Board of Licensure in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of Maine Department of the
Attorney General. This Consent Agreement is issued pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

L, At all times relevant to this Agreement, Dr. Hyde has been licensed to
practice medicine in the State of Maine. He specializes in the practice of surgery.

Z; On September 27, 2001, a Thursday, 75 year old patient WP was admitted
to Mid-Coast Hospital under the care of the Licensee with a large bowel obstruction of
uncertain etiology.

3. While in the hospital, WP’s condition worsened. He developed
pneumonia which was not diagnosed. WP was seen by the Licensee on September 28,
but not again until the evening of October 1, 2001 and was not operated on until 12:30

p.m. on October 2, 2001. In the interim, WP had been seen by Licensee’s coverage.
