CONSENT DECREE REGARDING
DISCIPLINARY ACTION

This document is a Consent Decree, dated ~ ~, 1988,
entered into by and among Patrick Kamm, M.D., the State of
Maine Board of Registration in Medicine (the "Board") and the
State of Maine Department of Attorney General (collectively,
the "Parties"). This Consent Decree is entered into pursuant
to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(1) (1988).

FINDINGS OF FACT

........

1. Dr. Kamm is a physician licensed to practice medicine
in the State of Maine. Dr. Kamm specializes in the field of
psychiatry.

2. On May 21, 1987, Dr. Kamm pled guilty in Maine District
Court to a violation of 17-A M.R.S.A. § 453 (Class D)--for
unsworn falsification involving State medicaid payments. The
conviction arose from conduct which occurred in 1982. The
Court sentenced Dr. Kamm as follows: to 20 days in jail, all
suspended; to one year probation with the requirement that he
perform 200 hours of public service work; and to a fine of
$1,000.

3. On June 12, 1987, Dr. Kamm pled guilty in United States
District Court to a violation of 42 U.S.C. §§ 1395(nn) and
1396(h)--for making false billing statements to Medicare and
Medicaid. The conviction arose from conduct which occurred in
1982. Dr. Kamm was ordered to pay a fine and to pay
restitution to Medicare and Medicaid.

4. Given the above-noted convictions and the fact that
they pertain to billings made in Dr. Kamm's practice of
medicine, the Board investigated the underlying circumstances
and Dr. Kamm's conduct and practice of medicine subsequent to
1982.

5. On March 9, 1988, the Board held an informal conference
with Dr. Kamm, pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A(1). Dr. Kamm
was present, represented by Jack H. Simmons, Esq. Also present
were Takeo Kawamura, M.D. and Thomas Palmer, M.D., who both
spoke to the Board in support of Dr. Kamm, and in particular,
spoke in support of Dr. Kamm's conduct during the five years
since he had engaged in the conduct which gave rise to the
convictions.

6. Dr. Kamm admits that the criminal convictions and his
conduct underlying the convictions constitute violations of
32 M.R.S.A. §§ 3282-A(2)(A) and (G).

7. The Board has determined that Dr. Kamm's case is in
many respects unique, especially in regards to the several
years which elapsed from the time the underlying conduct
occurred to the time Dr. Kamm was formally charged. Therefore,
notwithstanding the provisions of 5 M.R.S.A. § 5302, the Board
decided that neither suspension nor revocation of Dr. Karnm's
license is warranted.

8. The Board finds that Dr. Kamm's convictions and his
underlying conduct are serious and are of sufficient gravity to
warrant action. Therefore, the Board decided to enter into a
Consent Decree with Dr. Karnm, pursuant to 32 M.R.S.A.
§ 3282-A(1)(A), setting forth probationary terms best adapted
to protect the public health and safety and to rehabilitate Dr.
Karnm.

COVENANTS

9. In consideration of Dr. Karnm's execution of and
compliance with the terms of this Consent Decree, the Board and
the Department of Attorney General agree that they shall stay
the licensure action pending against Dr. Kamm. Upon full and
satisfactory completion by Dr. Kamm of the requirements of this
Consent Decree and upon expiration of the period of probation,
the instant licensure action arising from Dr. Karnm's
convictions shall be terminated.

10. Dr. Kamm and the Board agree as follows:

a. PROBATION. Dr. Karnm shall be on probation for a
period of four years from the date of this Consent Decree.
During these four years, Dr. Kamm shall have a conditional
license to practice medicine in the State of Maine.
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b. COMMUNITY SERVICE WORK. During the four-year
probationary period, Dr. Kamm shall perform a minimum of
1,000 hours of community service by providing uncompensated
psychiatric care for the people of the State of Maine for
work approved in advance by the Board. It is the intention
of the Parties that Dr. Kamm's uncompensated psychiatric
care ("Community Service") be for needy persons who cannot
afford or who otherwise would not receive psychiatric care
or for persons with psychiatric or counseling needs which
are underserved.

(1) Dr. Kamm is required to provide a minimum of 250
hours of Community Service in each year of the
four years of probation. The 250-hour annual
minimum.requirement may be modified by the Board,
in its sole discretion, upon application by Dr.
Kamm for good cause shown. It is understood,
however, that even if Dr. Kamm were to perform in
excess of 250 hours in one year, that shall not
reduce the number of hours of Community Service
required to be performed in the future years of
his probation.

c. REPORTS. The Board shall receive semi-annual
written reports regarding Dr. Kamm's performance of the
Community Service from Dr. Kamm and from Dr. Takeo Kawamura
of Bangor, or from such other person pre-approved by the
Board, who shall supervise the Community Service work
performed. The reports shall be received by the Board by
December 1 and June 1 of each year. It shall be Dr. Kamm's
responsibility to ensure that the reports are received by
the Board.

(1) If the Board has not received the written reports
within 30 days of the due date, then a violation
of this Consent Decree shall be deemed to have
occurred. Such violation of this Consent Decree
shall result in immediate and summary
modification of Dr. Kamm's license for a minimum
of 30 days, whereafter Dr. Kamm's license shall
be restricted and he shall be permitted to
perform only the Community Service work
pre-approved by the Board. Dr. Kamm's license to
treat any and all other patients would be
suspended. The modification shall be removed
when the Board receives the reports, but only if
the Community Service work was properly and
timely performed. The Board may, however, stay
execution of the modification until a later date
if deemed by the Board to be in the best
interests of Dr. Kamm's patients.
