This document is a Consent Agreement, effective when signed by all parties,
regarding complaints pending before the Board of Licensure in Medicine. The
parties to this agreement are: Frank C. Patrick, P.A.-C, (“the Licensee”), the State of
Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine (“the Board”) and the State of Maine
Department of the Attorney General. This Consent Agreement is issued pursuant
to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B) and 32 M.R.S.A. § 3270-C.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. The Licensee has been licensed as a Physician Assistant by the Board since
May 30, 1990.

2. In 1992, the Licensee worked as a Physician Assistant in the emergency
room at Mayo Regional Hospital in Dover-Foxcroft, Maine.

3. On April 17, 1992, the Licensee treated a young man who had been seen in
the emergency room on the previous day with a head injury caused by a motor
vehicle accident. The Licensee’s contact with this individual was by telephone. The
Licensee made a diagnosis and prescribed medication without examining the patient
or referring him for an examination. This patient was later diagnosed with a
serious head injury which required surgery.

4. On June 10, 1997, the Licensee saw an adult male patient in the emergency

room at Redington-Fairview Hospital in Skowhegan, Maine. This patient wanted
