IN RE: JAMES H. RAKER, M.D. ) CONSENT AGREEMENT

This document is a Consent Agreement, effective when signed by all parties,
regarding the license to practice medicine in the State of Maine, held by James H.
Raker, M.D. The parties to this agreement are James H. Raker, M.D. (the
“Iicensee”), the State of Maine Board of Licensure and Medicine (the “Board”) and
the Maine Department of Attorney General. This Consent Agreement is issued
pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B) and 32 M.R.5.A. §3282-A(1).

STATEMENT OF FACTS

At all relevant times, Dr. Raker has held a license to practice medicine in the
State of Maine. Mr. and Mrs. C. had been patients of Dr. Raker since 1992. In 1995,
Mr. and Mrs. C. were experiencing significant personal, family and marital
problems. They were both in counseling.

From August of 1994 Dr. Raker was separated from his wife and was involved
in extremely difficult divorce proceedings while also. under the stress of managing
his practice and raising three small children as a single parent.

While Mr. and Mrs. C. were still patients of Dr. Raker, Dr. Raker became
involved in a brief sexual relationship with Mrs. C.. Dr. Raker and Mrs. C. quickly
realized that their relationship was wrong and mutually agreed to stop seeing one
another in September, 1995. In May, 1996, Mr. C. complained to the Board which
issued a complaint against Dr. Raker for unprofessional conduct. Dr. Raker stated
that this relationship was the only such relationship with a patient in his medical
career. After a thorough investigation and a Board-ordered psychiatric evaluation,
the Board found no evidence of any similar events in Dr. Raker’s twelve years of
medical practice.

AGREEMENT

In lieu of proceeding to an adjudicatory hearing, Dr. Raker, the Board and the
Department of Attorney General agree to the following:

1. Dr. Raker’s behavior in initiating a sexual relationship with a patient
constitutes unprofessional conduct as defined by 32 M.R.S.A. §3282-A(2)(F).
