CONSENT
AGREEMENT

This document is a Consent Agreement is entered into by Donald R. Werner,

M.D. (lithe Licensee"), the State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine ("the

Board") and the State of Maine Department of the Attorney General, pursuant to

10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B)and 32 M.R.S.A.§ 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

1. At all times relevant to this agreement, the Licensee has been licensed to

practice medicine in State of Maine.

2. From 1991 through 1997, the Board receive numerous complaints against

the Licensee. These complaints focused on the Licensee's surgical practice and

professinal conduct. On the basis of these complaints, the Board voted to

preliminarily deny the Licensee's application to renew his medical license in 1997.

The Licensee filed a timely appeal of the Board's action and that appeal is pending.

3. After the Board preliminarily denied the Licensee's application to renew

his license, the Board continued to receive complaints from some of the Licensee's

patients. In 1998, the Board received another complaint alleging unprofessional
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conduct. On the basis of this complaint,the Board voted to seek revocation of the

Licensee's license in Administrative Court. That complaint is now pending in

Administrative Court.

AGREEMENT

In lieu of proceeding to an adjudicatory hearing, the Licensee agrees to the

following:

1. The Board has jurisdiction over the Licensee and over the disciplinary

matters raised by the complaints received and issued by the Board from 1991 to the

present.

2. The Licensee agrees to voluntarily surrender his medical license as of the

date of this agreement. The Licensee agrees not to seek to renew or reinstate his

license to practice medicine in Maine.

3. The signing of this Agreement by all parties resolves all matters pending

before the Board. The Board through the Attorney General's Office will dismiss the

complaint now pending in the Administrative Court.

4. The Licensee waives his right to a hearing before the Board or any court

regarding all terms and conditions of this Consent Agreement.

5. The Licensee has been represented by counsel with respect to the terms of

this agreement.
